LITURGY ANNUAL REPORT 2009 - 2010
John R. Bartell, OLV Organist and Choir Director

GOALS FOR 2009-2010

Goal #1 - Continue having a parish picnic every summer.
Group decided to hold next year’s picnic at St. Mary Parish
in Rexville; maybe in combination with an outdoor Mass to
precede the picnic. (Patty Peisher in charge) Suggestion
made that Bishop Clark be invited to celebrate Mass and
festivities.

Outcome: Plans are already underway for Our Lady of
The Valley Picnic to be held on August 15th at St. Mary’s
beginning with an outdoor Mass followed by games for the
kids, BINGO, raffles, bake sale, and Stearns Chicken BBQ
Dinner.

Goal #2 - Reinstate Triduum in Honor of St. Ann formerly
held July 24, 25 and 26th. At St. Ann Church. (Committee
endorses this activity—to be taken before Pastoral Council).

Outcome: A Triduum, honoring St. Ann, St. Joachim, St.
Mary and St. Ignatius will be held on July 26, 27 & 28 led
by Deacon Thomas Driscoll, Holy Family Parish, Wayland
at a cost of $300.

Goal #3 - Promote Fellowship

Outcome: Continue, where possible, to have greeters at
the entrance of our churches. A prepared script is used at
weekend Masses by Leaders announcing the theme of
the Mass and an invitation for all to welcome one another.
Prepared by the organists.

Goal #4 - Hold retreat during Lent and include Healing
Mass.

Outcome: Not held this year

Goal #5 - Reinstitute the G.I.F.T programs
Outcome: Not held this year.

Goal #6 - Memorial Mass - to be held every year.

Outcome: A very Successful, well received Memorial Mass
was held on Sunday, November 8th.

GOALS FOR 2010 - 2011

Continue above activities where possible. At the Sep-
tember 2010 meeting of the Liturgy Committee, goals will
be reviewed, revised and perhaps an additional goal or two
will be added.

In addition to the above goals, a sub-committee of the
Liturgy Committee called The Our Lady of the Valley Be-
reavement group has been formed. Members of the groups
have received positive feedback from families it has worked
with.

Our Resurrection Choir continues with 18 members as
has received very positive feedback from families of the
bereaved.

The Blue book for Advent and the Black one for Lent
were distributed and sold out.

Ministry training for Eucharistic Ministers, Lectors, Read-
ers and Altar Servers are now under the committee’s direc-

tion and will continue.

A written procedure for ushers was developed and modi-
fied that past year — to be distributed soon.

The Liturgy Committee is concerned about the atten-
dance and the weekend Masses at St. Ann Church. At-
tempts have been made to examine the causes of Exodus
of our parishioners to neighboring Parishes at St. Bren-
dan’s in Almond, St. Jude’s in Alfred and St. Mary’s Church
in Canaseraga.

John R. Bartell — Parish Liturgist

Maijor goal for the past 42 years this August 15th has
been to transition the music program from a total choir role
as singers to congregational singing. Initially only the choir
sang, now practically everyone sings.

Over the years many worship aid have been tested and
implemented. The aid that best fits our parish needs comes
from Oregon Catholic Press entitled “Today’s Missal” with
both Sunday and Daily Readings and Responses. This is
used in conjunction with the “Music Edition” published by
the same company. To cut expenses this year, the number
of issues to be purchased will be reduced by 150 copies
saving the Parish $1256.00. Instead of 3 issues per pew,
two will be placed in each pew rack.

John Bartell was hired to play the organ at all services
held at St. Ann. Over the years, he has taken on many ad-
ditional responsibilities, including choir director.

In addition, he volunteers his time to where there is
need. Some of these activities are as follows and have
saved the parish a considerable amount of money.

1. 1878 Garret House Pipe Organ — tuned and main-
tained instrument — rebuilt electrical system in 1988 to
Solid State Switching. Saves parish around $800 per year
by keeping the instrument in tune. Thoroughly cleaned and
restored organ following Fire in 2004 - $5000 compared to
Parsons Organ bid of $100,000 to clean the instrument.

2. Maintained three different public address/sound sys-
tems at St. Ann’s over the years.

3. Maintained boilers at St. Ann’s, Former Rectory and
School Chapel. As a contractor receiving contractor prices,
have replaced many obsolete pieces of equipment—
pumps, radiators, convectors, etc. Revamped heating sys-
tems in all three buildings for energy efficiency. (formerly
the campus heated to 70 degrees all winter long—day and
night.)

4. Angelus Bells — continue to maintain system installed
in 1951 where parts are no longer available. (When timer
switches died, VERDIN company Ohio, Mfr. of ringers,
wanted $15,000 to replace clocks. We were able to replace
switches for under $20.00.

5. More recently, have taken on responsibilities manag-
ing Parish Website, mowing
