The Finance Council had an ‘emergency’ meeting to review and approve the purchase of St. Ignatius church by the Buena Vista Wesleyan Church.

Donna reviewed the series of events leading up to the purchase offer, which is for $55,000 as is. The pews and organ are included in the sale. Donna pointed out Our Lady of the Valley will be removing a statue and large painting from the property prior to the sale. She will also be doing a walk-through to be sure no other items are left behind. Sandy specifically asked Donna to look for carnival items in the basement.

The property being sold includes everything from the alley to Crosby Street. The committee discussed liability issues regarding the use of the rectory parking lot. It was determined Father Condon of the Diocese would negotiate a lease agreement for use of the parking lot to address liability issues and cover upkeep costs.

Other items regarding the purchase included the Buena Vista church asking for right of first refusal on the rectory property, which the Diocese rejected. Buena Vista also asked for early occupancy, which may be negotiated.

Gary motioned to accept the offer. It was seconded by Fran. All approved. The final sale is subject to approval by the Diocese and by the Justice of the Steuben County Supreme Court.
