6 We the finance council agree to sent all unneeded religious articles to Fr. Gus Wall  for churches in Louisiana.

7 Finance council has decided that the money spent on demolishing the rectory at St. Joachim’s would be money well spent, and be a savings in the long term. John is checking into 2 or 3 options to get the best pricing. 

8 Fr. Pat is looking to get an ad-hock committee together to look at all the budget down falls of the parish. Consisting of 2 people each from finance council, pastoral staff, teachers, alumni & parent-teachers association, and 2 parishioners. This committee will end when their work is completed.
