Meeting was opened with Our Lady of the Valley Parish Prayer

Minutes for December were read and a motion was made by Jim McKeown to accept the minutes the motion was seconded by Bill Rokenbrod, and accepted by council. 

Rich Barone went over school budget.
1. The school is still waiting for some money to come in, about $15,500 in Mandated services, and about $12,000 
Title money from the City School District.

2. The school has been having a short fall  in  cash the last couple months, mainly do to being down 20 students.
3. The school is starting a very aggressive add campaign to get 120 students for next year. With lighted signs, full page articles in the local papers, school parents speaking at Sunday Mass’s at every church within a 50 mile radius.
4. The school also got a report card from the diocese, which was a very good report, and she went on to say it was one of the best schools she has visited.
Jim Flansburg went over the parish budget, with handout.  The parish budget would be close to being met if  our investment returns were better.  Bill Rokenbrod made a motion that $200,000 of  investment money  be put into a safer money market fund. The motion was seconded by Dominic Daniels and voted on Five for, one abstention, three non-voters. Fr. Pete will think about this and talk it over with parish council.
Jim McKeown had nothing new on buildings and grounds at this point. Maintenance and Capital items to be discussed at tomorrow nights meeting.   
OLD BUSINESS--The parish has a budget of $52,000 for the CMA, to date $30,259 collected.    

NEW BUSINESS—The two Sisters of Mercy would like the parish to look into a small 2 bedroom apartment for them, and sell the convent since it is to large for them to handle.
                                Sandy Bishop is coming up with some great idea’s for fund raising. More info to follow.
