Minutes for April were read and a motion was made by Gary Mikolajczyk to accept the minutes the motion was seconded by Jim McKeown, and accepted by council. 

Rich Barone--  went over the proposed school budget for 2009-2010 with handouts. On June 9th Rich Barone, Fr. Pete, and Jim Flansburg will have a meeting about this budget with the diocese.  The School will be starting a summer care program for 3 year olds and 4 year olds. This will generate additional income for the school. At this point there 101 students signed up for next year, and would like that to reach 125 students at the time school starts. 
Jim Flansburg went over the parish budget, with handout.  For the first time in a long time revenues have exceeded expenditures buy about $17,000. This was mainly do to salary and position changes. This could be a positive note by the end of this fiscal year if the ordinary offering continues at the same pace it has been.  
Jim McKeown—Buildings & Grounds—One heater in the back of St. Ann’s is installed, and work on the steeple is complete with the total bill tom follow.    
OLD BUSINESS—The council reviewed the  financial statement from the cemetery committee.   
NEW BUSINESS—We talked about the parish’s investments, and what we should do. Jim Flansburg will give us an update on the trend of our investments. The amount that we put into a safer fund as compared to the amount we left in our normal investments. This should be an item that is put on the agenda for every meeting.
