GIRM (General Instruction on Roman Missal)  -  Father Pat was asked by Chair Bill Loree for guidance on these matters.  Discussion centered around when to stand/sit, etc.  At the time of “Pray Brethren…” people should stand.   Father will invite them to stand at this time.  Confusion regarding kneeling/standing around Communion time was also addressed.  We agreed that at St. Ann, people would stand from the time of the Our Father through receipt of Holy Communion.  Kneeling would take place after receiving. Also, Canon Law requires that metal be used for hosts and wine distribution. Therefore, porcelain and glass goblets will gradually be replaced.  Samples of the new gold cups for the hosts were displayed.  Pewter goblets will replace the glass. A bulletin item should include the above changes.
