Liturgy Committee Meeting

October 26, 2005

1. Prayer – Bill Loree offered a prayer for the sick, with thoughts of Rita McCaig.

2. Roll Call – Tabled.

3. Minutes – Tabled.

4. Task Chosen by Liturgy Committee – The committee discussed our chosen task of creating a welcome package/liturgical calendar.  Some items that should be included are:  list of mass times, information on St. Ann School, dates and times for confession, list of various committees which would also include a name and phone number to reach leaders.  

Ann Conklin stated that the Stewardship Committee has most of this information already in a binder.  It was decided to form an ad hoc committee to work on the welcome packet/calendar and to be in contact with Bill Piatt and the Stewardship Committee so we can all work together on this project.  Mary Ann Sullivan will lead the ad hoc committee and report their progress at the next meeting.

Since the Parish Pastoral Council has chosen the task of contacting those who have left the Parish in hopes of getting them to return, Noreen Mahoney suggested a motto for the Liturgy Committee:  

“You drag ‘em in and we’ll welcome them!”

5. Confirmation – The date has been set for 7:00 pm on November 15 at St. Mary in Rexville with 30 candidates.  Dinner will be served prior to the service.

6. Advent – Dates are November 27, December 4, 11 and 18.  Some suggestions for advent are:

a. Use the same advent wreath as last year

i. Have a different family light a candle each week.  

ii. The family would process into church with the clergy.

iii. Sing a special hymn during the lighting of the candle.

b. On the 4th Sunday of Advent (December 18), offer a special blessing for all families with an eminent birth.  The families could be asked to stand or come forward.

7. Crèche – It was suggested that we put the crèche in Mary’s Chapel.
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8. Penance – Audrey will order pamphlets for the penance services.  Services are as follows:

· December 11 – Immediately after Masses at both St. Mary and St. Ann

· December 18 – 4:00 – 5:00 pm at St. Ann

7:00 – 9:00 pm - Youth Penance Service at St. Ann with individual penance offered.  Adults also welcome at the youth service.

· December 22 – 7:00 – 8:00 pm at St. Ann

· Every Saturday in December – individual confessions

· A suggestion was made that during the penance service, have parishioners write one sin on a piece of paper and bring it to the altar to be burned in a brazier.

9. Masses for Christmas – As follows:

· December 24 – 4:30 pm
Children’s Mass at St. Ann w/Children’s Choir

    8:00 pm
St. Mary

   10:00 pm
“Midnight Mass” at St. Ann

· December 25 – 10:00 am
St. Ann

10. Set Up for Church Services - It was suggested that extra chairs must be set up BEFORE the church services begin rather than after the church has filled with people.  Suggested locations for St. Ann:  One row only across the back (right behind the last pew.)  There are already kneelers present on the backs of the last pew.  Also, as many rows as possible to be set up in Mary’s Chapel and the Crucifixion Chapel; one row in front of the first pews.  The vestibule should remain clear for exiting.

11. Replacement of Seasonal Missalettes – Bill and John asked for our support in their request to replace the seasonal missalettes with the Heritage Missal.  Use of the Heritage Missal would begin the first Sunday of Lent.  All approved and asked that consideration be made to order extra missals for the shut-ins to follow services when viewing our Mass on television.  Also, we need to order more for St. Ann Church as we constantly run out of them.  Covers were also suggested since the Heritage Missal will be used for a full year.

12. Final Prayer – Bill read a prayer to St. Peregrine, patron saint of cancer patients.
