Advent:  starts November 27th.  Following the passing of a MOTION and Upon approval from Father Peter, 300 Blue Books for Advent and 300 Black Books for Lent will be ordered.  There will be the usual $2.00 charge. Bev. Gilbert purchased the envelopes last year and Anne Gemmell has agreed to purchase them this year.  As always, Beth Ann Jacobs will provide the labels again this year.  Liturgy Committee stuffs the envelopes in the books at the November meeting.  Parishioner response has been very positive in the past.

The Advent Wreath was a round one last year rather than the arrangement of candle holders.  Doug Gilbert was in Charge. NOTE: Some concern on part of those present whether candles would hold up for entire season of Lent as we now will be lighting them for 4 Masses, rather than 2 on a weekend. Perhaps extra backup candles should be ordered. Bill will check on this with Joanne.  In the past, Bev Gilbert (St. Ann) and Patty Peisher (St. Mary) got families to light the candles during the Advent Season. Bev indicated that this was her last year doing this activity and we need someone else. Bill Loree will contact Patty Peischer about Rexville.

Roman Missal change – Sunday, November 27th   Printed cards will be in the pews.  In the diocese and most others in the country, the English version of the Gregorian Chant Mass is being used.   In the past, we have used the Latin Version so changing over to English will be with minimal difficulty.  New Memorial Acclamations will have to be taught as the old ones will be out.
