1. Prayer – Father Pat  called the meeting to order and led us in an Opening Prayer.
2. Roll Call – See above.

3. Approval of November 14th Minutes – approved as presented.

4. Renewal – Father Pat  reviewed a letter from our Bishop regarding the launching of a time of renewal called Spirit Alive.  It is designed to supplement ongoing parish activities and will offer some resources and ideas to spark spiritual renewal in the Diocese.  The goal of  Spirit Alive! is to reinvigorate the people and communities of the Diocese of Rochester. We are  thinking of a Parish Retreat during Lent of 2008.  Also, we need to pray together. 
Ten Things to Know About Spirit Alive!

1. The launch of Spirit Alive! is the first Sunday of Advent, 2007 with a letter from Bishop Clark read at every mass.

2. The three movements of Spirit Alive are:

· Deepening one's relationship with Jesus Christ (Lent 2008-Pentecost 2008)

· Deepening one's knowledge of the Word (Advent 2008-Pentecost 2009)

· Deepening one's understanding of Discipleship and Stewardship (Advent 2009​
Pentecost 2010)

3. In Lent 2008 there will be services of reconciliation and healing around the diocese.

In addition, we hope to produce a DVD retreat with Bishop Clark with distribution of one to each parish.

4. Each movement will end at Pentecost with a ritual action to take place at every mass in every parish during which parishioners will be asked to commit to ongoing growth in the area of focus.

5. The second movement will begin in Advent of 2008 with a blessing of Bibles. Every parish will be asked to sponsor a Bible study during this period.

6. A special  publishers' fair featuring Bibles, Scripture resources and Bible study materials will be hosted in late summer.

7. A diocesan wide celebration is planned for Pentecost 2010.

8. There will be a diocesan website for Spiritual Renewal, due to be available on December 15, 2007. Watch for a news release with the domain name and address.

9. Committees are underway to plan various aspects of the renewal.

10. Materials for parish religious education, youth ministry, and Catholic schools will be part of the initiative.
5. Comments regarding “Breaking Bread” missalette.  Some like the book, others find it too heavy.  Confusion—people don’t know what “Breaking Bread” is all about.  Congregation needs explanation as to what’s it all about, etc.   Fr. Pat will address the issue in this week’s parish bulletin. After considerable discussion, it was decided to leave the issue alone for awhile until people get acclimated to the new books.
