Questionnaire review regarding the Mass.  (Last time Music was discussed)  The Mass with regard to reverence items were  noted and discussed. Father indicated that prime concern with regard to dress pertains to those liturgists such as Eucharistic ministers, leaders, readers, etc. Also discussed was the  lack of reverence to the Blessed Sacrament with regard to genuflecting, lack of, etc. Also mentioned was the fact that some folks will literally climb over others in the pew to receive communion only from a priest.   

A suggestion was made to have Hibernians take a role such as helping with ushering in church.  There is currently a weakness in this area.
