Liturgy Committee Meeting

May 9, 2007 

Our Lady of the Valley Liturgy Committee met on Wednesday, May 9, 2007  at 7:00 PM in St. Ann School Meeting Room  with the following members present:  Bill Loree, Chair; John Bartell, Secretary; Father Patrick VanDurme,  Noreen Mahoney,  Mary Ann Sullivan, Connie Shephard, Mary Teresa Purtell, Bev. Gilbert, AnnMarie Barillo, Barb Banko, Margie Terry and Beth Jacobs.
1. Prayer – Chairman Bill Loree led us in an Opening Prayer 
2. Roll Call – See above.
3. Approval of March 11, 2007 Minutes. With following addition as noted by Mary Ann Sullivan, the minutes were approved as presented. – Reconciliation services—need to move them away from Mass—embellish the service with an action by penitents such as writing down something on paper.  
4. Welcome Packet – Fr. Pat   -  packet now on Father’s desk – to be reviewed over the summer and ready for new school year. 

5. Change  to “Breaking Bread” – Dec. 1st. (First Sunday in Advent)   This all-in-one Sunday/daily missalette/hymnal will replace “Today’s Missal” and the “Music Issue”

Bill explained in detail how this publication differs from our current missalette.  There will be three copies in maroon plastic folders per pew rack.
6. Ministry training in September—Establish a date   ---To be trained are Altar servers (scheduled by Dan Racalto), Ushers – Key personnel – Sat @ at St. Ann – Pete McDaniels, Sun @ St. Ann – Angelo Daniels and George Trentanelli, Readers/leaders @ St. Ann – AnnMarie Barillo and Beth Jacobs; Greeters – Bev. Gilbert and   Eucharistic Ministers—Bob McCormick and Bev. Gilbert.
Bring to the June Meeting
1. Lists of individuals who used to read/lead in the past.

2. Draft of letter to above individuals signed by people from all three parishes

3. Brainstorm – pick a few days when we can commit to doing the training.  There will be multiple options for training such as a Thursday evening session, perhaps after Saturday, 4:30 PM Mass, etc. 

These meetings will be attended by both St. Ann and St. Mary personnel.

General Rules will be written for both OLV Churches with an appendix as necessary for St. Mary.

It was also decided that a blessing should be bestowed on all ministers once a year; i.e altar servers, ushers, readers, etc.

Different patterns for   Distribution of Communion  -(bread and wine)  was discussed at length.   Bev. Gilbert will make sample flow charts for communion distribution and bring to the June meeting.
7. All OLV committees to meet as a group for prayer and goal setting   - Date: October 17th at 7 PM in the school Assembly Hall,  
8. First Holy Communion at St. Ann.  –Complaint!  Elderly had to walk too far back to receive communion. Bill suggested that 1st. communicants and families be seated in 3rd pew back from front, leaving first pews for elderly.  Considerable discussion ensued regarding such items as confusion as to when/how to go to communion, standing too long, possible future seating arrangements, etc. 
9. Update on recommendation sent to the diocese  regarding the rectory and St. Ignatius property  -   Father Pat explained that all going smoothly—paperwork is at the diocesan level, renovation of school rooms for offices currently in progress.  
10. Pentecost Sunday – May 27th ..Since this is the birthday of our church, why not ask people in advance to wear something red on that day.   All were in agreement.
11. Comments on Bulletin Article last Sunday  - Father gave an explanation.
12. No meeting of Liturgy Committee during July and August.

13. Other – Margie Terry noted that Resurrection Choir very much appreciated at Rexville.

Bev. Gilbert noted that a complaint was registered following the Ermy funeral – confusion over readings—lack of communication, etc.  Father explained the protocol for when someone dies.  More attention will be give to detail in the future.
Barb Banko – Memorial Acclamation “Christ has Died’ appears to be used excessively.

AnnMarie Barillo – leaders should request that cell phones be turned off during Mass.

Mary Teresa Purtell – heard from individuals – too much music at Mass; not enough quiet time.
14. Next Meeting – June 13th.
The meeting closed at 8:46 PM with a prayer led by Father Pat.
