Lenten/Easter review/suggestions for 2011
a. 
Three Masses During Lent.  All Masses, including 12:10 were well patronized. Should continue this practice.

Reconciliation Services – Beautifully done.

Little Black Book – appears to be a continued success (300 copies) no tally yet as to recouping cost.

d.
Ash Wednesday – no problems encountered this year.

e.
Holy Thursday – Procession around the church with the  Blessed Sacrament missed. Flowers on Altar of Reposition desired on part of some people.  Concern over individuals not remaining during exposition of the Blessed Sacrament. (Discussion about returning Exposition and Reposition to side (Sacred Heart) Altar, a practice done for many years in the past)  Father Peter moved to table this issue until next year.

f.
Good Friday – concern expressed over lack of communication between coordinator of leaders and readers, parish staff and individual parishioners.  Better coordination needed in the future. (One person, the coordinator, should be in charge)


Also, congregation VERY UNHAPPY – Stations of the Cross cancelled.  Needs to be better advance planning in the future.


g.
Holy Saturday – PLUS side – Altar looked great!





NEGATIVE side – complaints that Mass TOO long.




Starting service at 7 PM was appreciated.


h.
Easter Sunday – from all indications, all went well with 750+ in attendance.

5.
Communion distribution change – appears to be going along very well.  Small problems are being work out.   Members of the Committee again expressed concern that Bill Piatt doesn’t attend these meetings as Eucharistic Ministers Coordinator.  His input is valued.

OLV Weekend Bulletin – some discussion regarding number of left over bulletins – It was noted that print run was cut by 150 copies three weeks ago.  We will wait and see before another cut is made.  Fr. Peter noted that extra copy costs are absorbed  by the advertisers and not the parish.   The largest cost is setting up to print, not the number of copies run.   John Bartell is trying to do his best by assisting Mary Ann Logan and proofing the document.

Parish Picnic/Mass – Rexville – June 13th. – Bill Loree – Considerable discussion/brain storming took place regarding the event.  Logistics of an outdoor Mass, feeding people-catering, possible dates and time of day for the event and dates to avoid, fundraising, pre-sold tickets, etc.  Chairman Bill Loree moved to table futher discussion until the next meeting in May.

Bereavement Committee – According to Chair, Margie Terry, some problems with communication exists on weekends, especially three day weekends.   John Bartell is working with Audrey Tilden to help streamline the process.  This committee will meet on Monday, May 10th.   John Bartell was invited to attend.

Father Peter Announcements:
A. Donna Haraty from Dansville is our new Business manager/bookkeeper.   A new secretary will be hired eventually.  There was some concern on the part of those present regarding current parish office business hours and difficulty with obtaining Memorial Mass Cards for those who work.   Situation will be examined.
B. Missalettes – Father expressed concern over the high cost ($1300 quarterly) for our current missalettes/music issues.    Bill Loree and John,  over the past 5 years, did an exhaustive search for a publication that would be ‘user-friendly’ large print, containSunday and Daily Readings/responses and appropriate music.   The current issues solve all of the former problems outside of COST!   Will examine to see what can be done.

C. Memorial Mass for Abbot Gibbs – need to plan a Mass for the Abbot.  Suggestion that a Sunday Mass at St. Ann at 10:30 be selected for event.   Details to be worked out.   Meanwhile, Fr. Peter will contact the Abbey concerning such Mass.

D. Father Peter will be away from the parish May 5-13, 2010.

E. Bishop Clark will be coming to Hornell to visit St. Ann School and celebrating  Mass at 10:30 AM at St. Ann Church on Friday, May 21st.
