Roman Missal Workshop – Oct. 20--Fr. Paulinus, Barb and Anne – Father Paulinus spoke for those present at that meeting held in Elmira.  He gave a brief history of how we got where we are today along with some examples of some of the changes that will be implemented 11/27/11.   An attempt will be made to more closely align the translation from Latin to English.  The process of updating will be an ongoing process.   Chairman Bill indicated that members of this committee’s role will be to help the parishioners to accept the changes.

Weekend Mass change – Fr. Peter – Masses were fairly well attended;  Sat.@ 4:30 PM – 242; Sun @ 7 AM – 101 ; Sun @ 10:30 446; and Sun @5:30 – 55 for a total of 844 compared to 630 total attendance last weekend.

Confirmation – Mary Ann Logan – reported that 17 candidates will be confirmed on Monday evening, November 15th  at 7 PM at St. Ann Church.   Fr. Mulligan will be the celebrant.   She also noted that we need to have a “liturgy coordinator” next year to take care of details for the bishop at a Confirmation Ceremony.  At present, Father Paulinus and Mark Clark are training Altar Servers.  Fr. Paulinus noted that the ‘coordinator’ issue will be addressed in April.
