Approval of Nov. 11th  Meeting Minutes - approved as presented.

Blue Book for Advent - Reponse.  300 were ordered and currently sold out.

Advent Candle Lighting - Bev. Gilbert - Couples to light candles have been chosen. Discussion took place regarding the  making of the advent wreath more round like a wreath in the future.  Doug will be consulted.

December 8th. Holy Day Announcement - Bill Loree noted that the vigil Mass for this Holy Day was poorly attended as it was not announced the weekend before at Masses.   Even the priest was unaware of vigil Mass.  Solution to the problem–a member of the parish staff needs to prepare an announcement prior to the Holy Day, send it to Beth Jacobs by no later than Thursday noon.

December 31st. Holy Day - Vigil Mass(Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God - There WILL be a vigil Mass and 9AM Mass on New Years Day.  (This will need to be announced! Both in the bulletin and at masses the prior Sunday)
