Lenten Retreat with a healing mass:  Fr. Peter is having a difficult time trying to find a priest that will do a healing mass.  He is trying to get our Parish on Fr. (can’t remember his name) list but so far unsuccessful.

Continue Tridium in July.  Fr. Peter looking for a priest.

Continue Memorial Mass in November:  Bev recommended that the memorial mass always be the first Sunday in November.  Fr. Peter will reserve Nov. 4, 2012 for next year’s memorial mass.


Discussed the lack of ushers at 10:00 mass on Christmas Eve.  Still looking for a liaison for the ushers.  Suggestion was made to ask J.P. Holbrook.  Bill will contact him.



Reinstate the Gift Program.  Fr. Peter felt that the Men’s Forum has taken over what the gift program was doing when Fr. Pat was here.  
Fr. Peter and Bev recommended we continue the Parish Picnic.  Need Volunteers to make this event successful.  

Fr. Paulinus would like to see better ways to build our faith.  Fr. Peter thinking about a weekly forum for interested people to ask questions etc. about our faith.  Starting with lent.

Fr. Peter informed the group that the Strategic Planning committees have met and will be going to each committee meetings in the future to share what they are working on.   Mission of Fr. Peter’s sub committees are to work on a 3-5 year plan for the financial health of the Parish.
