UPDATES:


A. Advent Candle Lighting/Christmas Decorations – everything going okay. Doug comes and rotates candles for an even burn. No problem getting people to light candles. Volunteers came as a result of phone calls, not through the bulletin notices. Bev. did the calling.  Christmas decorating of the church happens this Sunday following the 10:30 Mass at St. Ann’s. Those decorating include Mark, Margie, Jim and Mary Hawes, Mary Vance and others.  Try to decorate St. Mary’s at 1:30 PM.   Down the road, Balcony (Choir Loft) garlands may need to be replaced;  also, some  bows may need replacement soon.  Flower offerings are down this year. They do not cover actual costs. Christmas decorations to be torn down January 8th. after Epiphany Mass (10:30 AM).



B. Advent Blue Book Sales seem to be moving.   A few are left over.



C. Memorial Mass went well according to Bill Bishop.   A few people’s names were missing but added before the service.



D. Bereavement Committee – Margie – everything going very well.  Father commended the group for their efforts.



E. Lectors and Readers for the Christmas Masses – Beth indicated that so far no one has signed up… She will check this out soon.



F. Eucharistic Ministers for Christmas Masses – Bill Loree will be in contact with

 Bill Piatt.


G. Christmas Eve – 4:30 PM – Bill Loree in Charge—format same as last year.  Bill will need help from Beth, Margie, Mark and Joan Loree to help bring children up to the altar so they can sing.   8:00 PM in Rexville – Betsy in charge and 10:00 Mass – John Bartell is in charge.


H. Christmas Day – Masses are at 7:00 AM and 10:30 AM only.  John will provide music for both.   NO MASS at St. Mary’s Christmas Day.


5. Mass change – remarks – seems to be going okay.  There is a question regarding when to stand.  We need to stand at “Pray Brethren” and “Let us Pray”.  Some discussion was held regarding some people’s request for announcing which Eucharistic prayer is being said. Father indicated that people should be ‘listening’ at this point and not reading, etc.  It was noted that some people are pleased with having the homily written as Fr. Paulinus does.

6. Goal Setting for 2012.



A. Bev. Parish Picnic-not easy for us, a lot of work.  Coffee hours have met with success.  Father noted that we really do not have a convenient facility for people to move in to for gatherings of this type.  He suggested that the back vestibule on Erie Ave. would be a good place for coffee hour, not the back part of the church body.



B. Bev suggested that it might be nice to have Masses dedicated to groups such as firemen, policemen, family of military, etc.  Invite them to attend as a group.



C. Need to do a better job of getting volunteers for all ministries.—lectors, readers, etc.  It was noted by Bill Loree that Mass Attendance has been going up lately.


D. Beth Ann – need to do something to get our youth more active – perhaps a youth choir on certain occasions.  Discussed at length.  Bill Loree would be happy to help with this effort.

F. Father Peter – has set up three sub-committees to work on various areas.  They include a  Sub-committee entitled “Strategy and Financial Planning” (1st meeting this Tuesday) They will be looking at what are our projections are for the next three years e.g.–group also concerned about involvement of the youth.  How do we generate more interest in Parish governance???
Another  sub-committee is  to drive the CMA to let us meet our goal. Third; a  sub-committee on parish giving.   This came out of both the Pastoral Council and Finance Committee.
