Liturgy Committee Minutes

1. Prayer – All

2. Roll Call – See above

3. Approval of December 2 minutes – motion made by Bill Bishop to accept and seconded by Maureen Mahoney.

4. Black Book Stuffing – Took place after our meeting

5. All Committee Meeting – to be held March 23.  Bill distributed a worksheet listing our goals.  He asked us to review the form, fill it out, and bring it to our March meeting.

6. Ash Wednesday – We will have our monthly meeting on Ash Wednesday.  We will discuss the 2010 goals, create our 2011 goals for the all committee meeting, and will make plans for Reconciliation and Holy Week services.

7. Bereavement Committee – Margie reported all is going well.  One family was so appreciative that they plan to make a donation to the bereavement committee.
8. Other:

a. Bev asked about the mass schedule while Fr. Peter is gone.  Why are there no communion services on Saturday?  Fr. Peter stated the diocese clarified that if there is an opportunity for a mass on any particular weekend, no communion service is allowed.  We will all have an opportunity to attend mass on the Sundays.  Bev also stated she is concerned about the collections those weekends as we will miss out on those who do not attend Sunday masses that normally attend on Saturdays.

b. Frs. Jim and Sean will cover funerals while Fr. Peter is away.

c. Margie asked how the penance serves were advertised.  Was absolution given?  Fr. Peter said he gave absolution at all masses except the first one.  

d. Noreen stated someone made the comment that there are too many flowers for Christmas and we should spread out the money so we have flowers every week on the altar.  Bev said that in most other religions, people volunteer to purchase flowers for the altar every week.  A list is kept and they sign up for the entire year.  Also, she stated that a lot of the flowers are donated by Doug and the church is not charged.  It was decided to keep the plan as it is.
e. Bill Bishop asked about a rumor he heard that Fr. Schnacky is being reinstated.  Fr. Peter said this is not true.

f. Mary Ann asked about St. Ignatius church.  She heard that Buena Vista Church offered to buy the church for $35,000.  Fr. Peter said that was true but the offer was declined.  They then counter offered with $50,000 which was also declined.  Buena Vista then contacted the diocese and is now in negotiations with the diocese.

g. Fr. Peter has obtained a priest for our Lenten retreat/parish mission which will be held April 4-7.  Fr. Bennett is based in Canada.  Fr. Peter said he will ask someone to create a flyer to advertise this event.

h. He has not been able to find anyone to do a healing mass yet. He’s looking at the dates of April 14 or 15 for this mass.  Bill Loree said someone did a healing mass in Elmira.  He will check it out and find out the individual’s name.

i. Triduum will be held July 25-27.

j. Lenten penance services will be April 2 after 4:30 mass; April 3 after 8:30 mass; and April 5 in conjunction with the parish mission.

k. Frs. Peter and Paulinus are participating in homily assessment.  He will ask for feedback from some of the parishioners.

l. Mary Ann asked what the status of the school is.  Fr. Peter said that no decision has been made yet.  There have been two joint meetings held with the Finance Committee and Parish Council.  They will meet again in May to see if the school has met its goals.  He will send out a communication to parishioners as to what is happening.  Bill Loree suggested the parishioners be polled to see what their thoughts are on the school.  It was also mentioned that the minutes of the joint meetings are on the website.
m. Bill Bishop asked what is happening with the parish survey.  The information is still being compiled.
