Prayer B Chair, Bill Loree called the meeting to order at 7 PM and led us in Our Lady of the Valley Parish Prayer.

Roll Call B See above.

Approval of June 11th  minutes B approved as presented.

4.
Welcome to Father Peter  - A round of applause welcomed Father Peter.
5.
Update on “Welcome Packet” - Beth Jacobs announced that committee had carefully reviewed and made necessary revisions to the document - soon to be ready for printing.  Included in the revision was a change in the picture of Our Blessed Mother on the cover of the document.  The new image was unanimously accepted by the committee and it was suggested that the symbol of BVM be the ‘official’ (standard) image for use on all new parish publications, stationery, signs, etc. in the future. A motion was made and passed to accept the changes.

Update on hymn board numerals - Beth Jacobs explained in detail the difficulty encountered in securing acceptable numerals at a reasonable price.  Samples of new laminated numbers were presented to the group and were unanimously accepted.  They will be printed soon at 1/3rd of the original bid price.($100 vrs. $300).

Oregon Press “Today’s Missal” and “Music Issue” replacing “Breaking Bread” will start being used on Nov. 29th. (First Sunday in Advent)  - Bill Loree explained in detail the rationale for change.  It includes 1. Separate missalette and music issue in “Large” print for all. 2. Inclusion of Daily Readings and Responses in the missalettes, book size allows for the return of both three Missalettes/Music Issues and three Journey Songs to each pew rack.  4. Lighter weight Missalettes/Music Issues, etc.

All Committee Meeting in October (Oct.15th.) -  Following a thorough 

explanation by Bill Loree, the Liturgy Committee goes on record supporting  an 

All Committee meeting in the Assembly Hall at 7 PM on October 15th.   In his 

comments, Bill explained that this meeting bridges communication with all parish 

standing committees.  Past years accomplishments are noted by each group along 

with goal setting (wish list)  for the coming year.

Catholic Courier article in August regarding changes in the English language translation of the main constant parts of the Mass. - Bill outlined the changes in language in both prayers and responses.  Fr. Peter explained that the move was to bring the translation closer to the Latin.  Much discussion followed.

Liturgy Committee’s “wish list” for 2009: 


a.
Return to the three-day triduum in July honoring St. Ann - Bill explained why the three day event was stopped several years ago - clustering of parishes was in progress.  After much discussion, the item was ‘tabled’ for discussion at the ‘all committee meeting’.


b.
Parish May Crowning of the BVM - after discussion, item was ‘tabled’ for discussion at the ‘all committee meeting’.


c.
Stewardship Committee to start up again?    -- hopefully!


d.
More ‘pomp’ given to Holy Thursday, including procession, side altar, flowers, etc. – was discussed and will be examined further at a future meeting.


e.
Alternate use of St. Ignatius and St. Ann Nativity displays - Bill mentioned that in recent years St. Ignatius smaller nativity scene had been set up in Our Lady’s Chapel.  Suggestion made to move it to side altar(Sacred Heart)  where it had previously been displayed and use St. Ann’s large figures.  Fr. Peter suggested that it be displayed in the Crucifixion Chapel.

Sound System problems - There has been some difficulty with both hearing in certain parts of the back of church, hearing Fr. Kanka and microphone ‘feedback’.

A DCI sound company representative came to church today to both resolve problems and explain details of the sound system to both Joanne Daniels and John Bartell.

Mass Attendance on Saturdays and Sundays - It was noted that attendance had fallen off seriously at these Masses during the summer months. Much discussion followed as to how the issue might be resolved.

Fr. Peter’s vision for the Liturgy Committee - He is still ‘listening’ and will comment in November.

a. Get representation from St. Mary’s on the committee


b. Training of altar servers

c. Possibility of having a ‘healing Mass’ by Catholic Priest.  Fr. Peter is able to do                     this.   A motion was made and passed to move forward on this issue.


d. Suggestion - picture book of parishioners.   Fr. Peter explained how this can be done at no cost to the parish.  Suggestion well taken by the committee and will be examined in further detail at another date.
