If the
area is found unkempt after 2 mowings, the plantings will be removed.

Brownell request to erect an 11ft. monument was discussed and rejected
since the size of the monument proposed is larger than that which we could
move, should we have to, and that the required width may cause the
foundation to sink if an unoccupied grave be dug.
Buchko called Mr. Brownell and relayed the decision and gave the reasons.
