Candle Lighting Ceremony: went very well, very meaningful to the people.  Recommendation: increase number of verses of “People Look East” sung as we progress through weeks of Advent.

Penance Services:  - Bill Loree noted changes in format of service in that no absolution followed.  Fr. Peter responded that this is not clear to him at present.
