Minutes for Meeting May 23, 2007

The Pastoral council Meeting was called to order by Fr. Patrick Van Durme at 7:10P.M.

Absent were Mark Clark, John Cain, Carolyn Kelly, and Mike Deebs.

Fr. Pat gave the opening prayer.

The minutes of the last meeting were corrected to read James Hawes not Haas. Also it should be added that Charlie Brewer was absent from our last meeting.

The corrected minutes were moved to be accepted by Fran Tucker and seconded by Patsy Hulse. The minutes were accepted as corrected.

Reports were asked for from various committees.

Finance Committee

The School Budget was accepted. The Parish Budget will be balanced using the indicator of $9,800 weekly collection.

The accounting for St. Ann School will be done in a different manner; starting on July 1st, all Income and Expenses must go through the School Checking Account.

Liturgy Committee

Margie gave the report.  Among items discussed was the new Missalette.  Breaking Bread, Oregon Press will be used starting in December.

Training for the different Ministries will be done in September.

The distribution of Communion especially at the rear of the Church was discussed.  The Liturgy Committee is working on a new format for the distribution of the Host and the Cup.

First Communion was also discussed and ways in which the first pews could be reserved for the handicapped was addressed.

Sr. Jude Ministry

Fr. reported that Audrey is “ taking in money and sending it out”

The last collection amounted to $1300, and Fr. Schmidt’s estate donated $2000 in his name.  She had approximately another $500 in the account.  So all looks good.

John Buchko said that since the inception of the St. Pauly Box we have received $3000 for Sr. Jude’s Ministry.  Steve McManus was given thanks for all he does to keep the area cleaned up.  He makes sure that the drop off is secured and in order. 

Constituency Report

Parishioners are not well informed as to when the Building Campaign began.  More information is needed and another communication should be given concerning the envelopes placed in the pews.

The Campaign as of date, has brought in about $42,000 in pledges and donations.   

John Buchko said that the envelopes for the collection of the pledges are being formatted.  It was also decided that the parishioners needed to know the amount that is being collected.  It was decided that a poster board would be placed something like a Thermometer, in the vestibule of the Church that will show the progress of the campaign.

Several people spoke on how great the Cemeteries look.  The statue that is now in front of St. Ignatius, The Risen Christ, will be moved to St Mary’s Cemetery in Fremont after the Church is officially closed.

Ad Hoc Report

Permission has been granted by the Diocese to tear down the Rectory. 

Discussion was held on what will be done with the contents of the Rectory, which will not be needed in the future Rectory.  There is a company called Rehouse from Rochester that buys molding, doors, etc.  They will be looking at the Rectory to see what they will want to purchase.  Also a Yard Sale will take place to sell items taken from the house.

We are waiting for a third appraisal on The St. Ignatius property.  When we receive the permission for the sale from the Diocese, parties who have shown interest in the property will be approached.  Possession could be sometime in November.  There are some weddings that will be taking place at St. Ignatius in November.  The Last Mass at St. Ignatius will probably take place on a Sunday afternoon in October.  Plans are not firm as of now.

The offices for our parish will be finished and in operation the first week in June. You are all invited to come pick up a paintbrush and help finish the project.  Location of the Offices is in the School.

The all Committee members meeting is scheduled for October 17th.

Sr. Dolores Ann’s final day will be officially July 15th.  Pre interviews are going on at the Diocese for a new principal.  Fr. has also asked people from the parish to serve on an Interviewing Committee for the new principal. Margie Terry from the Pastoral Council will serve on the Committee.  Fr. has also asked Bill Loree, Joanne Clark and Beth Jacobs to be a part of the Interviewing Committee.

Sr. Dolores Ann was shown our appreciation and thanks for her great service to the School, Parish and Community.  Our Kudos to Sister for a job well done and our best wishes for a happy, healthy retirement.
