Pastoral Council Minutes 11/28/07
The Pastoral Council was called to order by Chairman Mark Clark at St Ann’s School Meeting Room at 7:00 PM on November 28, 2007.

Present were: Fr. Pat VanDurme, Mark Clark, Gary Mikolajczk, Tom Harkenrider, Carolyn Kelly, Patsy Hulse, James VanSkiver, Fran Tucker and new members, Doug Gilbert and Jim McKeown.

Absent were:  Margie Terry, John Cain, John Buchko and Richard Barone.

Opening Prayer was led by Fr. Pat.  The prayer that was said at the meeting will be the opening prayer used at all committee meetings.  Fr. Pat wrote the prayer from the suggestions given to him at the “All Committee” meeting held on October 17th.
The minutes of the October meeting were approved with the addition of James VanSkiver’s name that was omitted as being present at that meeting.

There were no items for the Public Forum.
Chairman Mark Clark asked for committee reports.

Finance Committee

Gary gave his report. In his report he stated that the annual audit was completed and everything was found to be in order. The school tuition payment was looking good.  Several parents and faculty went to work a concession stand at a Buffalo Bills game and made approximately $700.  He also reported that there was much discussion on the boiler situation.
Liturgy Committee

Fr. Pat gave the report for Margie Terry.  Fr. reported that The Blue Books for the advent season were ordered (500).  The Penance Services were schedule and the Christmas Mass schedule was going to be the same as last year. He also reported that the training for Eucharistic Ministers went well.

Social Committee

Fr. Pat reported that things are going well. 65 basket were distributed for Thanksgiving..

Constituency Report

Only item brought to the committee was “Why didn’t we open St Ignatius Church when the boiler broke down”?

Pastor’s Report

Fr. Pat discussed the boiler situation. He reported that there was going to be a thorough investigation of the whole system. The tanks have been replaced and pipes are leaking and may need to be replaced. We should be getting some reimbursement from the insurance company.
Fr. Pat also reported that the Finance Committee made a recommendation to not build a new rectory in the foreseeable future. The building of a new rectory would be looked at yearly.  After much discussion, Doug Gilbert made the motion to have the priests stay at St. Ignatius for the foreseeable future and look at the need to rebuild yearly.  The motion was seconded by Mark Clark.  Motion was carried.  There was also much discussion on what to do with land that once housed St. Ann’s Rectory. Tom Harkenrider made the motion that a new rectory will not be located in the area of the prior rectory and options for what to do with that area will be investigated.  The motion was seconded by Patsy Hulse.  Motion was carried.
Fr. Pat informed the council that the Finance Committee made the decision to list St. Ignatius Church with ReMax. There will be no sign in front of the church.

Old Business

The council looked over the goals for 2007-2008. It was decided that a letter will be written to “push” the Capital Project Improvement Fund after the first of the year.  The letter will be sent to parishioners who did not pledge or make a donation to the fund.

Fr. Pat shared the “Welcome Booklet” with the members of the council. The booklet is complete and ready to be printed and used in 2008.

Fr. Pat closed the meeting with a prayer at 8:40.
