Finance Committee
Gary Mikolajczk reported that the finance committee has 3 new members. Martha Marino has prepared a new contract for the sale of St. Ignatius Church. Gary also reported that the finance committee looked at the school and parish balance sheets. They are working on ways to present the balance sheets to make them clearer. The Catholic Ministries Appeal (CMA) needs to start soon and our goal for this year is $51,258 (same as last year).  We now have a Buildings and Grounds Committee and they will have their first meeting on Oct. 8th. It was suggested that a member of this committee become a member of the Parish Council. There was also discussion on a Parish Directory.  Members of the parish can have their picture taken free of charge and will receive a copy of the directory. There is no cost to the parish. Olin Mills will make money if families want to buy additional pictures.  Fr. Peter will look into this project.
Liturgy Committee

Margie Terry reported that the “Welcome Packets” are ready to be printed. The approval to order the number for the songs was given by the committee and will be purchased soon. It was also reported that starting the first Sunday in Advent (Nov. 29th) we will change from the Breaking Bread Missalettes to The Oregon Press –Today’s Missal. There was also discussion that there is no representation from St. Mary’s on the Liturgy Committee. Maggie asked Patsy to see if she could find a representative. Margie shared with the Council a picture of Mary that the Liturgy Committee approved to be used as the official picture for Our Lady of the Valley stationary.  This picture will be used for the new “Welcome Packets” The Parish Council also approved the picture.  Motion was made by Patsy and second by Margie.
