Pastoral Council Minutes 1/30/08
The Pastoral Council was called to order by Chairman Mark Clark at St Ann’s School Meeting Room at 7:00 PM on January 30th, 2008.

Fr. Pat opened the meeting with “Our Lady of the Valley Parish Prayer” and cards with the new prayer we given to all members. 

The minutes of the November meeting were approved. (The Pastoral Council did not meet in December.)
There were no items for the Public Forum.
Chairman Mark Clark asked for committee reports.

Finance Committee

John Buchko gave the report for Gary. He reported that tuition payments for the school for December were down but outstanding payments have been coming in. He also reported the current spending for the parish is on line but the money coming in is below what was budgeted. Money from investments is lower than what was expected due to the Stock Market situation. John reported that the cost to repair the boiler was $17,000 but the insurance covered $15,000.
Liturgy Committee

Fr. Pat gave the report for Margie Terry.  Fr. Pat reported that Advent went well. He also reported that we will again offer the Black Books for Lent and there will be a Lenten insert in the bulletin with a weekly prayer.  The insert will start the first week of Lent or run until Pentecost Sunday. The Liturgy Committee has been working with the GIFT Committee and has planned a Parish Mission for the 2nd week in Lent.  Fr. Pat will be the presenter.
Social Ministry Committee

John reported that things are going well. Audrey has approximately $300. She does receive a monthly income between $350 -$400 from the Pauly Mission. John stated that Audrey tries to be as judicious as possible when giving out money.

Pastor’s Report

Fr. Pat updated the council on the school closing in Rochester. St. Ann’s is a Parish School and is not on the list to be closed. St. Ann’s currently enrolls 105 students. There was much discussion on the possible closing of St. Mary’s school in Dansville.

Fr. Pat shared with the council his decision to leave Our Lady of the Valley Parish and accept a position as a priest in the US Army. Fr. Pat will be sharing this information with the parishioners during the weekend Masses (Feb 2nd and 3rd) Council members were saddened by the news but admired him for taking this position and support him in this decision. He will be missed!!!
Old Business

The council viewed designs of possible “green” space for the area when the rectory was located. Fr. Pat asked for comments and suggestions.  It was decided that once we agreed on a plan, the plan and its cost would be shared with the parishioners.
St. Ignatius – John reported that there were 51 “hits” on the Re-Max website for St. Ignatius Church. One person of interest has contacted Re-Max twice.

Capital Project Improvement Fund - A letter from the council will be sent out in the near future to parishioners who did not make a pledge or a donation. Fran volunteered to write up a “draft” letter and e-mail to members to make changes or suggestions. The letter with corrections will be reviewed at the February meeting.
