Old Business
Bylaws – The revised and signed bylaws were distributed by Dave for review.
Dave made a motion to accept the 5 applicants as members of the pastoral council. Motion was seconded by Doug. Motion approved. Fran will send a letter to the new members inviting them to the January meeting. New members are: Mary (Marino) Marcus, Peg Brewer, Jennifer Warden, John Peisher and Nancy Coleman.
The Cunneen Parish Fundraising is on hold until a decision has been made concerning the status of the school.

New Business
Electronic Giving -There was discussion concerning the electronic giving process. Some parishioners have noted that there were no deductions out of their accounts during the month of December. Jim will look into the situation however parishioners are encouraged to contact their bank or credit union and report the problem.
School Contributions – At present the school has received $56,430 in donations (Goal $120,000) Enrollment for next year is at 60 students (Goal 115 students)

The Diocese gave the parish a one month extension, February 15th, to reach these goals.

The February pastoral council meeting will be a joint meeting with the finance committee on February 17th to discuss the status of the school.
Census – The council discussed the concerns of the census status that Carolyn generated. The council will look into this more with suggestions in March when Carolyn returns from Florida.
