Chairman Clark asked for reports.

Constituency Report

One concern was given about the parishioners finding the readings for the Mass in the Missalette.  Carolyn Kelly wondered if the leader could mention the page in the Missalette on which the readings for the Mass are found.  Fr. explained that during the reading of the Epistles and Gospel it is more appropriate for people to listen than to read the readings from the Missalette.

Fran Tucker asked how the work of tearing down the rectory at St. Joachim’s was progressing.   Joe Rose is in charge of project.  Post meeting note from John Buchko says that it will be completed before Christmas.

Gary asked about the number of people that are attending Mass at St. Ann’s and St. Mary’s for the weekend liturgy.  John Buchko said he would find out.  Post meeting note from John stated: 4:30- Mass attendance average over 5 weeks was 366. High was 392.
Low was 320
10:30 –Mass attendance average over 5 weeks was 480. High was 537.
Low was 420.
8:30- Mass attendance average over 5 weeks was 140. High was 180.
Low was 120.

Financial Report
