Pastoral Council/Finance Committee Minutes

4/7/2010

The combined meeting of the Pastoral Council and the Finance Committee was call to order by Dave Watt at St. Ann’s School Pine Room at 7:00 PM.

Fr. Peter opened the meeting with a prayer.
Old Business – there was much discussion on the parish/school finances. The statement “we have no solid numbers” was mentioned numerous times throughout the meeting and without these numbers it is difficult to get an accurate picture of the parish finances.

Deb Housel did report that as of February 12, 2010 the school had a total of $313,467.22 in all their accounts. The parish had $600,340.00 in all their accounts. These numbers change daily. Deb also reminded all members that the school is part of the parish ministry and all committees need to work together to keep the school thriving but also to keep the parish financially healthy. Members were in agreement that a plan (goals) needs to be written and reviewed yearly so that there are no surprises when decisions regarding the school are made.
Pastor’s Report - The parish is still without a bookkeeper. Fr. Peter reported that a candidate has been offered the position and he is waiting for an answer in writing. If this person accepts the position, Tom Kubus from the Diocese Parish Support Ministry will be working with the new staff member to get the books in order.  If she declines the position, Fr. Peter has been directed by the diocese to hire a CPA to get all the accounts in order.

Enrollment - Lisa Dirlam reported that 88 students are enrolled for the 2010 – 2011 school year. 6 students in kindergarten, 60 students 1st – 6th grades, 22 Pre-K students.
Parish Census – Carolyn Kelly reported that in 2006 there were 1900 families in the parish. In 2010 there are 934 families registered in the parish.  From the years between 1992 – 2009, 476 children were baptized. Carolyn requested that we need to work on outreach to get families to return to the parish.
