Pastoral Council Minutes 2/28/07
The Pastoral Council was called to order and opened with a prayer by Father Pat at St Ann’s School Meeting Room at 7:05 on February 28, 2007.

The motion was made by Gary Mikolajczyk and seconded by Patsy Hulse to accept the minutes for the January meeting.  The motion was carried. 
Committee Reports

Finance Committee – Gary reported that one of the duties for the finance committee for the year was to work on By-Laws for finances.  Part of the meeting was spent on         By-laws discussion and the remainder of the meeting was spent discussing the recommendations of the Ad Hoc committee.

Liturgy Committee – Margie reported that there was no meeting due to bad weather. Lenten Reconciliation Services need to be discussed at the March meeting.

Social Ministry – Audrey was absent but Father Pat reported that the Social Ministry continues help those in need and they are currently working on the Rice Bowl.

Finance Update – It was previously suggested that the Pastoral Council be updated a few times through out the year on the Parish’s financial status.  These updates will keep council members aware of larger financial transactions . John distributed a Financial Statement for the period ending 1/31/07.  He explained the revenues and expenditures and walked members through the Comparative Balance Sheet and our Cash Position. 

Constituency Report – It was noted that one member of the council heard that a parishioner is starting a committee to save the rectory. Other members also heard the same information.

Ad Hoc recommendations – Father Pat reported that information on the rectory is being gathered. He is in process of getting quotes for asbestos removal and the cost of building a smaller rectory.  He had a conversation with John Lusk who recommended an energy study. Father will contact engineering firms to get this information.  Father also discussed the possibility of having two more “Town Hall” meetings. The first meeting will be facilitated by the president of the parish council in Dansville and Wayland.  This meeting will be for parishioners who have asked for another venue to have their questions and concerns heard.  The second meeting will be the answers to the questions asked at the Town Hall Meeting on January 9th.  Cost of demolition to the rectory, cost of repairs and other options will be presented. A decision concerning the rectory will be made by March 31st. After much discussion the members of the council were in agreement to have the meetings. Dates and times for these meetings TBD. Also all members present, voiced another solid approval for all three proposals recommended by the Ad Hoc committee.
Father Pat closed the meeting with a prayer at 8:30.
