      2.  Prayer:  A Thursday Rosary and Prayer Group, Perpetual Adoration

      3.  Stewardship Committee:  Up and running – that is us.

      4.  Outreach:  Sr. Jude’s Social Ministry, Steuben County Rural

      Ministry

      5.  Lay Witness:  To be implemented, a flyer with quotes from

      parishioners – answering the call – giving – concept of tithing.

      Suzanne is to make up a short sheet questionnaire for parishioners to

      fill out telling how what they do/give to the parish is a blessing to

      them.  They will be in the back of church tomorrow for committee

      members to begin handing out (and collecting….)  5 each by next

      meeting if possible?

      6.  Accountability:  To be implemented, show how parish activities

      display people as stewards of what the parish has and is.  The

      collection, management and use of gifts should be included.

Bill is to design and build attractive displays for such.  It will include quotes (Joanne and Bill both had sheets of ideas) ( the Bishops Pastoral Letter on Stewardship and other books could be used also)

Suzanne is to get with Penny Dessena to share ideas on a Stewardship Curriculum she has from the Diocese Stewardship Day after Christmas as well as the Stewardship section of the Diocese new Curriculum for RE.  Ann and Joanne are going to get together and make up a list of age appropriate stewardship opportunities for the kids at St. Ann School from the wonderful “Opportunity “ book they made up for the OLV office.

      7.  Renewal:  Along with Accountability:  To be implemented, OLV will have a “Commitment Sunday” in October where parishioners will fill out cards committing time, talent and treasure.  (Suzanne is to find example card).  The process should begin at Easter with Homilies, prayers of the faithful etc. The Lay Witness flyer should go out 3 weeks ahead of Commitment Sunday.

We need to introduce more people to the opportunity of serving on the committee.  Could each member bring someone new to the meeting in December?
