Fr. Pat will check for any wedding conflict with Sally. 

Each member of the committee was asked to make a list of what they think would be great for the party we can sort and prioritize at the next meeting.

Ann gave us a list of contact people for various stewardship volunteers and we are asked to add to it, if we can, for the next meeting.

Amy has been working on a “Time, Talent and Treasure Auction” for which she brought in a plan and a timeline.  We will be setting up a committee to handle the event at our Dec. meeting.

News from Bill included info that the wheel chair ramp will be built by Christmas and will need to be installed.  The wall in the stairway to the choir loft has been repaired by Bill and Joe Donlon.  It will just need a coat of paint.  Fr. Pat plans to insulate the choir loft stair ceiling Sat. at 9 am.  Bill can’t be there but will call some men and offer them the stewardship opportunity.

In our open forum we discussed the possibility of a Stewardship Education event for all the committees of the parish.  We also discussed the idea of the Stewardship Committee members being placed on other committees and the start of a “Hospitality Committee”.

Our next meeting will be Dec. 7th at 7 PM.  We scheduled Stewardship meetings to be the first Weds. each month, tentatively…..
